More than job training 
In a garage outside Salinas, California, young people
who are learning to restore classic cars are doing more
than developing a skill — they are reclaiming their
futures. This training programme provides mentorship
and, for some, a path away from gang involvement
toward meaningful employment. 

Graduates leave with certifications, practical experience and hope. This is what
Rotary’s Vocational Service Month celebrates each January — the power of bringing
together people with unique skills to do good in the world. It reminds us that
integrity isn’t just about our actions matching our words. Integrity is in everything
we do. 
The California automotive programme has been such a success because it was built
on integrity. Members of the Rotary Club of Carmel-by-the-Sea didn’t assume they
knew what the community needed. They listened. They learned there was a shortage
of skilled mechanics as well as a large number of young people lacking job training.
They recognised that technical skills alone wouldn’t be enough, so they partnered
with Rancho Cielo, a non profit offering counselling and support services alongside
vocational training. 
That is The Four-Way Test in action. Those four simple questions help us not judge
others but guide us toward genuine, effective service. 
Consider our commitment to ending polio. For nearly 40 years, we have promised
the world’s children we will eliminate this disease.
Despite obstacles, we persist, and today we are closer to defeating the virus. Keeping
this promise is the very definition of integrity. 
The same integrity must drive our vocational service. With 1.2 billion young people
in emerging economies reaching working age in the next decade and only 420
million jobs projected, we face a critical gap. Communities long excluded from
economic opportunities need our support. 
But support doesn’t mean imposing our will. It means listening to local needs,
building partnerships, and designing projects that communities can sustain
themselves. 
You have knowledge that can transform lives. Whatever your profession, your
expertise combined with Rotary’s values creates lasting change. The question isn’t
whether you have something to offer, it’s how you’ll use your skills to serve. 
This January, I encourage you to ask how your club can address vocational needs in
your community. What skills do your members have that could change someone’s
life? How can your networks open doors for young people? What partnerships can
create sustainable jobs? 
Let integrity guide you. Let The Four-Way Test light your path. And let the young
people in California and the multitudes worldwide who need job skills remind you
why vocational service matters. 
Let us celebrate putting our professional skills to work for humanity with integrity
at the heart of everything we do.

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ROTARY TURNS A DREAM INTO REALITY.

Akola Dt 15-12-2025. A small rural school in a small village Gaigaon, 15 Km from the
city of Akola, caters to the educational requirements of 250 + students from the
village and covers students from many nearby villages.
The school has limited resources and poor infrastructure. Under the circumstances,
one cannot think of imparting quality education to these rural children.
Rural education in India faces challenges like poor infrastructure, teacher shortages,
and lack of resources. While every child deserves a classroom, computer education,
library and other facilities, we should not let the rural pin code be forgotten. Proper
education should not be restricted to urban pin code only.
Let them not be invisible
Let them not be forgotten
Socio-economic barriers, cultural norms still restrict “Girls” access to education.
Dropout rate of girls from schools is still high. This perpetuates cycles of poverty
and limit opportunities for women. 
To meet these challenges, Rotary Club of Akola has launched a project of uplifting
the educational level of the rural children from a school in village Gaigon. Initially,
about 100 books were given to the school by establishing a small library in the
school. Lack of books has always been the restrictive factor in learning with these
children. Access to the library and reading was found to be a deeply rewarding
experience for these children. Immediately they got hooked on the books.
Providing these students with monetary assistance through scholarships as an
incentive to continue their education is found helpful. Rotary Club is focusing on girl
students initially and 20 girls from X and XII standards are awarded scholarships of
Rs. Five Thousand each.
Next is establishing a computer lab in the school. Four computers and a printer are
being provided to the school for computer literacy of these children. For Rotary
“Every Child Matters”. The excitement of the students was sky high. Browing through
the net shall open an  unimaginable field of knowledge for them.
Rotary organized Nature study camp for them by taking them to a wildlife sanctuary.
Greater knowledge of flora and fauna, the birds and wildlife on the planet increases
their understanding of preserving Nature and Mother Earth. It was for the first time;
these students had seen a forest cluster and varied vegetation so useful to wild
animals as well as to human beings. They were also mesmerized by seeing a wide
span of water in Mahan Lake.
TAKE HOME MESSAGE
Love for Nature and preserving the environment was the take home message with
these students. We shall plant a tree each, echoed many of the students. They
vouched to take care of the existing plantations in their village and to keep the
village clean.
Silence matters a lot, they were told. Keeping quiet and listening to the musical
sounds, the chirping of birds, cuckoos, in the forest area made them realize the
importance of silence. Ten minutes of meditation session, sitting on the bare earth,
gave them firsthand experience and implanted its value in their budding brains.
Skill Development is another field being prepared for these students while studying
in the school. To begin with, tailoring classes shall be started for them. Women from
the village will also be involved in these skill development projects to enable them to
start their own self-employment programs.
Cooking is another field which provides great scope for self-employment, both for
boys and well as girls. Knowledge of modern techniques and grandma’s recipes shall
help them make their mark in this field. Many agricultural related avenues are open
     to develop their skill and earn their livelihood.
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Students at Shri Samarth High School in village Gaigaon, namely, Neelam, Jayashree,
Shubhangi, Nandini, Yash, Gauri, Shubham, Meena and Dhanashree expressed their
appreciation and thanked Shri Vinodjji Toshniwal and others from Rotary for their
largesse of heart in caring for us, children, from a village school.
Rotary’s efforts in this direction, starting with one village school, may culminate in
spreading over to many schools in rural areas all over and shall prove a boon to
these students.
Mantra for every Rotary Club: Adopt a school in a village nearby and see the
transformation in education of these village children.
